MINUTES

June 27, 1977

Presents Hannaford, Cutter, Kulmala, Zielinski, Bridges

After clarifying some points in the June 13 Mimutes for Bill Bridges,
they were accepted as read,

Robert M. G111, surveyor and engineer, appeared to present a Prelimi-
nary Plan on behalf of Nickerson & Foster for an addition to Hemlock Hill
Subdivision, being approximately 30 acres of property formerly owned by
Simon. The plan showed a proposed extension of Hemlock Hill Road with a
perpendicular road at its end, both roads shown having a 40' right of way
to be consistent with the previous plan of Hemlock Hill, Gill was informed
that the Board does not have any discretion on this matter and the right of
way must be 50' according to the zoning bylaw.

Tn duscussion of paved road widths, Gill was advised that Hemlock Hil1l
Road can be 20' and that the new road shown on the plan should also be 207;
the short stub should mot be 18' as allowed by the new Bylaw because the
road might at some future time serve as access to undeveloped land adjoin-
ing., The Board expressed its hope that the Definitive Plan would show the
new road to be gently curving (this would be true anyway to conform to con-
tours of the land), that there be a wandering bike/footpath within the
right of way, and that there be trees remaining in the center of the turn-
arounds,

Charlie Rolando appeared before the Board to receive informal advice
regarding the Hosmer land on River Road which he Proposes to buy, divide

into several lots, and design and btuild houses for these lots, He informed

the Board that there are 25 acres of nonbuildable land within the parcel
and that ten or twelve high water tests were conducted on May 10 and they
came out very well,

Rolando ?mposed five lots of 7 or 8 acres each plus the Hosmer house
which he plans to occupy and restore, In addition, he plans to set aside
some common land for use of 31l owners to whom he sells, A total of k53
feet of frontage on River Road was shown, and he proposed to give frontage
for one lot on a right of way; he was advised that this was not permitted.‘
He asked if he could muild a drivewasy through the wetlands area and was
told he could but he should file with the Conservation Commission to make
sﬁre it isb done properly. In this connection he was advised that the Con-
servation Commission should be approached after all other permits were
obtained,

i‘n discussion of the recommendation to the Board of Selectmen for
appointment to Kent Pugmire's unexpired term, the name of Thomas Raftery
was proposed, Pat Cﬁtber expressed the opinion that anyone appointed to
this position should be interested in running for election next year, Bob
Zielinski will make contact with Raftery and discuss this, and if he is
willing to serve and to make himself available for election, will so inform
the Selectmen. This procedure was unanimsouly approved.

Tt was felt that someone representing the Planning Board should attend
the meetings of the Bylaw Study Committee. This person did not necessarily
have to be a member of the Board but should be someone aware of the effects
that some bylaws in the past have had on the Town, Pat Cutter will attend
the June 28 meeting of the Committee, She and Bill Bridges wﬁ.ll discuss

between them the membership on this Committee to decide who can best serve

or whether they can alternate,
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Kay Kulmala and Pat Cutter reported on a meeting they attended at Deck
House, The meeting was held as a result of a petition objecting to the
Bedford Road plan; signers of the petition (about 20 people) were invited
as woll as members of town boards. The presentation showed a common drive-
way cirel;.!;ng: from one end of the development to the other, -starting at the
namral break in the stone wall across from Woodward's property a.nd coming
out roughly across from Duren's, and another short driveway servmg three
lots. The right of way was shown at between 60 to 80' having a 16* paved
surface and a 5' future bike/footpath. Questions asked but not answered
weres Vlho is going to hold the easements for these common driveways?‘ wWill
Deck house keep them unto itself? Would the property owners own to the
center of the road?

The plan also showed a right of way going up to the Flood Farm ’I‘i'ail
with an extension of this walkway to be contimued around the loop common
driveway; There was mention of the fact that Deck House was planning to
offer this right of way to the Conservation Commission., Tt was suggested
that we have someone from Deck House attend a meeting to address these ques-
tions, It was so moved and Bob Zielinski will write a letter to this effect,

Bill Bridges pointed out that the plan has been signed and that the
Board has no further official concern, Kay Kulmala said we could make sug-
gestions to Deck House to guide them in the way we want them to go., Their
acceptance of our sugpestions is of course at their option.

Kay Kulmala reported that she had received a call from the group doing
the Wetlands Study for Stow reporting that their recommendations are now com-

plete. It was decided that Kay will approach the Conservation Foundation

to see if they will sponsor a meeting for presentation of these plans to
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interested Carlisle Boards or otherwise set up a combined meeting of the
Conservation Commission and Planning Board for the purpose.

A letter was read from Nancy Penhune containing the Selectmen's
recommendations on the Conant L.and and including a time table prepared by
Dave Stewart.

The summer schedule calls for Planning Board meetings to be held on
July 11 and August 8.

' vI"n brief discussion on Valleyhead it was learned that there is new
state funding for rehabilitation of tuildings for the kind of use the
Bbard has in mind for this property.

Meeting adjourned at 10 :WSOpm.
