Master Planning Committee Report

Questionnaires are being processed and more volunteers are needed.

ANR Plan - Gould, North Road

Bill McNary presented an ANR Plan for Gould property on North Road (formerly
owned by Penhune). The redesigned plan tried to eliminate the problem of a
lot with "two frontages". The narrow piece of land west of the full 2-acre
lot is now a separate lot to be held in common ownership by two new porkchop
lots with 40' frontage on east side of regular 2-acre lot. A Common Drive
will be requested to cross this common lot. This will insure that the Common
Drive crosses wetland in the narrowest place. Motion made and voted unani-
mously to approve the ANR Plan.

Common Drive for Gould Property, North Road (See Reference Above)

Bill McNary explained wetland crossing and why location for pipes under the
driveway were in the best location. The Common Driveway plan was submitted.
Public Hearing will be scheduled for November 25, 1985.




Planning Board Meeting -2 - October 21, 1985

Preliminary Subdivision Plan - Tripodakis, Rutland Street

The new plan (presented by Bill McNary) shows a proposed road approximately
1250 feet long and 8 lots served by this road a Common Driveway. General
feeling of the Board is that while the plan may be approved as a subdivision
plan, the use of Common Driveways to serve the lots would not be favorably
received. The Preliminary Plan was not submitted (withdrawn).

Proposed Senior Housing on Woodward Property - Doug Edwards/Jeén Donnelly

Jean Donnelly presented the discussion and background. Proposal is to use
private funds to build. Advantages are no income ceiling and can be more
selective on reserving for town people. Ten acres and 36 units of housing
were suggested. Twenty four units would be for 55 years old and older.
Twelve units would be targeted for moderate income housing.

The Board and George Foote discussed the problems of the number of bedrooms

vs number of acres. Water resources will not support this kind of density.
Housing would be controlled by a cooperative and owners could only sell back
to the cooperative and the cooperative could only sell to same 55+ or moderate
‘income families. Plans will proceed and become more definitive and will also
be submitted to ConsCom. They will return for further discussion.

Common Driveway - Altair Associates

Motion was made to grant special permit. Voted seven in favor.

ANR Plan - Brooks, Estabrook Road

Two lots are 4+ acres and the remaining six are regular 2-acre with 250'
frontage. Board finds that at least 40' of frontage exists for Lot 1 as
shown. More frontage for this lot may or may not exist. Ken Hachikian
spoke on behalf of the plan. To the extent that the short section of
Estabrook Road is not a public way, an easement will be granted to the Town
to assure that it will remain a public way (portion of Estabrook Road from
Autumn Lane leading in Concord). The Board suggested and received a letter
 from the prospective owners to this effect.

It was voted to approve the ANR.

Discussion on Revocation of Common Drive off Martin Street

This discussion will take place at the November 11 meeting.

Letter from Paul Smith, Martin Street

A letter was received from Paul Smith of Martin Street regarding his land on
plans of abutter. Chairman Raftery will inform him of the Board's discussion

on November 11.
