Minutes

1. Meeting called to order by William R. Tice at approximately 7:00 pm

2. Distributed:

a. minutes of June 28th, 2008 meeting

b. Keith Therrien and Dawna Paton Wind Turbine PowerPoint
c. Sample bylaw materials (national model bylaw and Sonoma County, CA); internship description and Gleason Library Pathfinder.

3. Keith Therrien, Community Representative and Dawna Paton, Carlisle resident and meteorologist gave a PowerPoint Presentation entitled Wind Power Technology and Finances.
This presentation addressed:  

The basic types of wind turbines:  Vertical Axis Wind Turbines (VAWT) and Horizontal Axis Wind Turbines (HAWT).

HAWT turbine profiles and power dependencies.

Carlisle wind characteristics.

General calculations for wind turbines (and available resources).

Feasibility studies.

“Net meter hook up” or connecting wind turbines to electrical grids.

Carlisle energy requirements (residential) and carbon numbers.

Wind turbine maintenance.

Wind turbine funding and subsidies (both small and large wind turbines).

Cost effectiveness/break even point or “wind turbine payback.”

Environmental impact and/or concerns.

The AACEG asked questions throughout the presentation which included, but were not limited to questions:  on the height of the proposed wind turbine structures within the context of existing structures and trees in Carlisle; Carlisle wind speeds; wind turbines within the context of emergency preparedness and power outages; and possible funding sources, e.g. the Massachusetts Technology Collaborative.
4. Greg Peterson updated the committee on his legal research regarding alternative accessory clean energy generation and relationship to the Federal Telecommunications Act rules governing wireless communication towers and his ongoing follow up with the State to obtain the new model wind bylaw materials. 
5. Elizabeth D. Barnett distributed the national model wind turbine and Sonoma County bylaws, the proposed internship description and the Gleason Public Library Pathfinder which was prepared by the Reference Librarian Martha Patten.

6. Bill Tice made the recommendation that the committee begin to develop a comparison of the different requirements in each of the wind turbine bylaws presented:  Barrington, RI, the national wind turbine bylaw, Sonoma County, and Winsor, MA.

7. Elizabeth D. Barnett offered to contact the Town of Hamilton for a possible site visit.  Greg Peterson suggested the committee might combine a visit to Hamilton with a visit to Essex (which also has permitted wind turbines).
