Discussion of action items from minutes approved this evening.  2/12/09 Action Items: Lehotsky still has to contact Greg Peterson of the Planning Board re: status of rules and regulations for Affordable Accessory Apartments (AAA); 2/12/09 Footnote 1(3):  Application to Commonwealth Capital has been submitted and town's score has improved from 32 to 44; there is a separate application to qualify for Green Communities funding that has been submitted; also, Bert Williams from board of Village Court is supposed to follow up Stamski and McNary, engineers, re: their recent study of expansion feasibility.  2/26/09 footnote 1 (X): Re: AAA deed restriction issues: Barnett spoke with Toni Coyne Hall at Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) to follow up on objection of a mortgagee bank to the deed restriction approved by the town and the Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD)-(DHCD was going to communicate with the bank and find out exactly what the objection was) - Hall referred Barnett to Barnstable, which treats AAA's as individual 40B developments and has a AAA deed restriction that banks accept.  Barnet will circulate the deed restriction to the members for review.

Community input.  Ray Kubacki and John Rizzi stated they were glad the board was arranging a meeting with the abutters.  In response to members commenting that the meeting should be public (that is, open to the public), Alan Carpenito stated he thought the meeting should be with the abutters only.  Rizzi also stated the board had done an "outstanding job on the RFP" [Request for Proposals] and hopes to continue with the "collaborative process."  Member Pearlman asked Barnett to speak with the developer, NOAH, regarding their plans for ongoing community contact during construction.

Benfield - Barnett reported that there are currently 64 people on the interest list for Benfield of which 7.8% are minorities.  As to Village Court, she reported that there are no vacancies and there is a three-year waiting list for the subsidized units.

Members agreed they still have many concerns about the draft regulations, which are currently being reviewed by town counsel.  Members learned that the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) is planning to have a hearing on the proposed regulations on April 27 and may vote to adopt the regulations.  Stamps moved that Chair Lehotsky write a letter to the ZBA requesting that they defer a vote on the regulations until after town counsel has completed review and the Housing Authority has provided input into the process after receiving town counsel’s feedback.  Bohn seconded.  Ayes 4, nays 0, motion approved.

(3) Affordable Housing Production Plan (AHPP): Barnett to find out the exact deadline in 2010 for update and what is required for the updated plan and will prepare an outline of the requirements (2/12/09) – as of 3/12/09, Selectmen will form a committee but have not yet done so.  (4) DMR housing: follow up on consideration of DMR housing or other affordable housing on Conant land (2/12/09).
