Description of Pass-It-Forward Day
Pass It Forward Day is an annual event in Carlisle that makes it easy for people to donate items to various charities.  Now in its eighth year, it is scheduled this spring for Saturday, June 5, 2010, the first weekend after Memorial Day, at The Transfer Station on Lowell Street.  Representatives from about 20 charities will gather to accept items from 10 am to 3 pm.  You can donate clothes, personal items, household items, books, toys, furniture, even building materials.  Items should be clean and in reasonable condition, but they do not have to be new.  Gently used is fine.   
Most of the charities are local, including The Gleason Library; The First Religious Society in Carlisle; The Carlisle Council on Aging; The Concord Poetry Center; The Concord Players; The Veteran’s Administration Hospital in Bedford; The Discovery Museum in Acton; The Household Goods Recycling Ministry in Acton; the Lowell Humane Society; and a place for children’s toys in Chelmsford.  Pass It Forward also benefits charities farther away by sending clothes to international students at MIT, building materials to Boston, and children’s books to The Philippines.  
Please, survey your closets, attics, and basements.  Identify items that you haven’t used in the last year – or in the last 10 years – and think about taking them to the Transfer Station on June 5 so that someone, somewhere, can use them.  It’s a free, convenient way to recycle your unwanted things.     

Look for the specific wish lists from the various charities in flyers posted around town in early May.
